Clubs and districts that have
gross annual receipts that normally ex-
ceed $100,000 generally must include
disclosure statement regarding the nor
deductibility of contributions during
fundraising solicitations (IRC Sec.
6113). Note that this includes invoices
for payment of dues. S¢RS Notice
88-120for more details and acceptable
disclosure language. Contributions to
any club or district charitable fund that
has obtained tax exemption under Sec
tion 501(c)(3) of the internal Revenue
Code may be tax deductible as charita
ble contributions. Membership dues
may be deductible for some Rotarians ps
business expenses.
