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The goal from Rotary International for 
2009-2010 is “The Future of Rotary Is 
In Your Hands!”  At our club assembly 
on July 24, 2009, we directly addressed 
this charge. 
   In the month of June I had the oppor-
tunity to meet with past presidents and 
the board to identify goals for the up-
coming year.  On July 24 these goals 
were presented to the membership for 
input and to help design a strategic 
plan.  Membership groups did an 
amazing job identifying solicited goals 
in the following areas: 
 
Club Membership - An orientation 
program in September will make mem-
bers more aware of steps that need to 
be taken to select a potential new 
member (as outlined in our by-laws).  
The month of October will be, “Invite 
a Friend to Rotary Month.”  This group 
will combine efforts with the mentor-
ing group in the future. 
 
School Involvement - A fall breakfast 
meeting is planned.  This event will 
include school administrators and 
counselors to discuss current and pos-
sible future programs. 
 
Mentoring - This group recommended 
the creation of a new board position 

that would be titled Director of Mem-
bership and Mentoring.  This person 
would be directly responsible for de-
veloping programs and activities.  
Monthly reporting will be expected.  
At the August board meeting, Dan 
Mennenoh was nominated for and ac-
cepted this position, pending accep-
tance of revised by-laws.  (Ed. Note: 
Revised by-laws were e-mailed to all 
members on August 16th.  See article 
below for more information on by-laws 
changes.) 
 
International Services - We will con-
tinue our involvement with the Com-
barbala club in Chile.  Firefighting 
equipment will be shipped shortly.  
The hat will be passed to collect funds 
for shipping.  Carter Newton stepped 
up to the plate to host our incoming 
Brazilian exchange student, who is ex-
pected to arrive sometime in Septem-
ber.  Cheryl Faruggia is chairing a sub  
committee to help involve more Ro-
tarians with our exchange student. 
 
Club Service and Activities - This 
group was charged with increasing par-
ticipation and making our meetings 
more fun.  One goal is to increase com-
munication and knowledge about our 
local club as well as international 

events on a monthly basis.  They pro-
posed having occasional breakfast 
meetings where committee reports 
would be the program.  Our first one is 
planned for 8 a.m. on Friday, Sept. 11.  
We will try this for three months as a 
test — having the second Friday of the 
month be a breakfast meeting with the 
board meeting to follow immediately 
afterward.  Further considerations to 
make our meetings more fun included 
“Mystery Rotarian,” “Hat Day,” and 
“Heads & Tails.”  A social activity of a 
fall cookout was discussed.  Stay 
tuned! 
 
General Concerns - This group dis-
cussed general concerns, which, inter-
estingly, were topics covered by other 
tables such as membership, retention 
and participation.  Some ideas will be 
discussed at our next board meeting. 
 
We will continue to address these goals 
during the 2009-2010 Rotary year.  I 
am very fortunate to have a coopera-
tive membership as my team.  Our club 
will continue to make a difference in 
the future of Rotary.

   Revised by-laws were e-mailed to 
members on August 16th. Changes 
are outlined in the document.  To re-
view, these are the major issues that 
necessitate changing the by-laws: 
 
1. Adding an additional director po-

sition to the board. 
2. Making the president-elect a vot-

ing member of the board.   
3. Total number of voting board 

members then becomes 11, con-

sisting of 6 directors, 4 officers, 
and the past president. 

4. The immediate past president is in 
charge of  Rotary International’s 
Rotary Foundation. 

5. “Membership” and “Rotary Inter-
national’s Rotary Foundation” are 
added as standing committees. 

 
Members have been given more than 
the 10 days required to review the re-
vised by-laws.  The revised by-laws 
will be voted upon on at our Septem-
ber 4 club meeting.
